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ENGLAND TAKE SILVER AT NETBALL EUROPE
A youthful England squad just missed out on claiming the gold in the Netball Europe Open Championships held in Aberdeen.  The competition was a fantastic opportunity for our young talent to get a taste of international game play, as well as acting as preparation for the World Youth Championships in August.

England opened their campaign with a game against Wales and scores in the first quarter were close with England 1 goal ahead at the end of 15 minutes.    Changes to the Welsh team strengthened their

position and allowed them to forge ahead.  England were unable to catch up and were left with a final score of 33-37 to Wales.   The next day England took on Scotland in a spirited performance, winning with a final score at 49-20 to England.    The final game saw England take on Northern Ireland for the silver medal.   A tough match but one that England won 47-39.   

Sam Cook was awarded Player of the Tournament for her phenomenal displays across the weekend in defence.   Head Coach, Colette Thompson was able to use the entire Under 21 squad over the three games and they are off to the Caribbean in July for their final preparation for the World Youth in August.
